1. In‑game drops-- After a match, the video game might award a free case (one weekly).

2. Purchase from the Steam Community Market (SCM)-- Cases are noted for a couple of cents to numerous
dollars, depending upon rarity and demand.

3. Direct purchase from the in‑game "Arms Deal" shop-- Some older cases can be purchased for a fixed
price, though lots of have actually been retired.

4. Opening a Case: Mechanics and Odds

1. Purchase a crucial-- Most cases require a "Case Key," purchasable from the in‑game look for about ₤ 2.50
(GBP). Some more recent cases are "keyless" and open immediately for a flat fee.

2. Open the case-- Click "Open" in the stock; the game reveals an item from the swimming pool.

3. Receive the product-- If the skin is unwanted, players can note it on the SCM or trade it away.
